3. VCE fra 2011 

VCE undervisning i Melbourne 

Der har l¾nge v¾ret et ¿nske fra en del af det danske samfund i australien at fŒ adgang til 
en VCE uddannelse i Dansk. Det er nu pŒ vej. 

Der er en samling ildsj¾le der har sat sig for at fŒ VCE op og stŒ pr. Januar 2011. Vi ¿nsker 
at sikre det danske sprogs bestŒen uden for Danmark. I Victoria alene er der 8000 danskere 
fast bosiddende. Det er blandt disse 8000 danskere at vi skal finde vores elevgrundlag. 

Vores pensum er tilrettelagt sŒ vores elever fŒr mulighed for at fŒ en fornemmelse for dansk 
kultur, dansk kunst, dansk litteratur og dansk biologi.

4. Lærere og Undervisningens struktur

1. Accreditation  

The Board is proud to announce that the Danish school is now accredited with the Ethnic 
Schools Association of Victoria allowing the school many new opportunities for the school 
year 2010 such as new premises, more teaching hours, no teaching in the school holidays, 
financial assistance and more teachers.  

2. New premises for the school  

One of the requirements from ESAV is that we must use a school environment. For 2010 we 
have booked Richmond Primary School. It is located in Mary St, Richmond (MEL2H B12)  

During school hours, the parents are welcome to use the staff room or the park next door. We 
have also made an agreement with a local cafe ÔTorchÕ . They have offered 10% off the total 
bill, or more if we make a booking for a permanent table. 

 



 

 

3. VCE from 2011  

 The Danish society in Australia  for some time wanted access to a VCE  in Danish.  It will be 
available soon.  

A group of enthusiasts are working on getting VCE ready by January 2011.  We want to 
ensure the Danish language survival outside Denmark. In Victoria alone there are 8000 
Danes residing permanently It is among these 8000 Danes that we must find our student 
base.  

Our curriculum is organized so that our students have the opportunity to get a feel for Danish 
culture, Danish art, Danish literature and Danish biology.  

We look forward to working closely with parents and students so that our language's future 
can be secured.  

4.  Teachers and educational structure  

The school will this year have more teachers. So you will see a group of teachers for each 
class rather than 1 teacher for every class.  This is due to the increased number of school 
days and also the more challenging school structure.  We also invite parents to participate 
actively in the school. We have theme days where we would like to see input from parents.  

During the first lessons of the year we will language test all students. The test is the same as 
is obligatory in Danish schools.  

One requirement of accreditation is that we must work towards a more class-divided structure 
not to teaching lessons in small classes - but students are divided into classes.  

eg  Middle Class lvl 1 to 5 and Older Class lvl 1-5  

 Prep class - Thomas's class continues as before with teaching 1-2 times a month.  

 Thomas's class is marked on the calendar with " * "  

We will try to involve the prep class in the project-oriented teaching and theme days. We 
hope to make the transition easier when the student graduate to the older classes.  

Louises Playgroup 

Continues at the new premises the same days as the Prep class. The playgroup is aimed at 
children aged 3- 5 years old. We will be singing, reading stories and have a play Ð all in 
Danish. 

LouiseÕs Playgroup is run by volunteers and as a parent you must stay and supervise your 
child when you are attending the playgroup. 

5. Our Homepage  

Our homepage is currently being updated. As a new feature our teachers will use the 
homepage and update it Ð so you can see whatÕs been happening in the school.
